The tune Killalla by Dr. John Wall Callcott is named after a small village in County Mayo, Ireland. It was first
published in 1791 in a book entitled The Psalms of David for the Use of Parish Churches London by Dr Samuel Arnold,
'organist and composer to His Majesty', and in which Callcott is described as Organist of St Paul, Covent Garden.

Callcott's psalm tunes and set pieces were re-published by D'Almaine & Co. in 1834, but this was a late issue of an
earlier book, Church Psalmody, in about 1802-03. Temperley HTI Nos. appropriate to this tune are 5622 a, b & c.
